Background:

Following are the items for which Finance is requesting appropriation changes in the
FY2023-24 budget. This supplemental budget request does not require a public hearing.

General Fund:

e Police vehicles $86,000
Finding Police vehicles in recent years has been quite difficult and has extended
lead times. This request is to add $75K appropriation for a fourth PD vehicle that
is currently available for a short period of time. This request also includes adding
$11K to the budget for the existing three budgeted vehicles which are coming in
over budget.

e Police fuel $15,000
This request is to add $15K to the budgeted amount for fuel in the Police
department; the original requested amount for FY2023-24 was too low.

e Rugged MDTs for four police vehicles $16,600
This request is to add $16,600 to the police budget to purchase new rugged
MDTs for four police vehicles. IT is replacing older (and eventually all) Panasonic
MDTs with Dell Rugged MDTs. We have had ongoing issues with the Panasonics
and are moving forward with Dell. The Dells are less expensive (by approximately
$2K per unit) and support is much better.
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e Police K9 expense $2,566
One of the K9s was injured during training; CIS reimbursed $2,566 of this cost.
This request is to add $2,566 to budgeted revenue and $2,566 to budgeted
expenditures for the K9s.

The first three items can be funded by actual beginning fund balance being higher than
what was budgeted. The fourth item is funded by reimbursement from CIS.

Parks Capital Fund:

e Capital Outlay $100,000
The Parks department was awarded a $100,000 Travel Oregon grant to help fund
the new playground at the Taft Park. This request is to add $100K to budgeted
revenue and $100K to budgeted expenditures.

Facilities Capital Fund:

e Capital Outlay $156,000
The adopted FY2023-24 budget included $500,000 to replace the restroom on
NW 17™. The lowest bid came in at $656,000 (including amount for contingency).
This request is to add $156,000 to the adopted budget, and is funded through
reduction in contingency in the Facilities capital fund.

Introduction

The naming or renaming of parks and recreational facilities is complex and sometimes emotionally
evocative since assigning a name is a powerful and permanent identity for a public place and/or

facility. The naming and renaming of parks and/or recreational facilities often requires significant

resources in terms of changing names on signs, maps, and literature. In addition, excessive and

constant name changing can be the source of confusion to the public. The purpose of this policy is to provide
guidance to those that have an interest in the naming and or renaming of the City’s parks and/or recreational
facilities.

Policy Statement
It is the policy of Lincoln City Parks and Recreation to reserve the name or renaming of parks and/or

recreational facilities for circumstances that will best serve the interests of the city and ensure a worthy
and enduring legacy for the City’s park and recreation system.

To this end, Lincoln City Parks and Recreation supports consideration of naming requests within the
following broad categories:

Historic Events, People, and Places

The history of a major event, place or person may play an important role in the naming or renaming of
a park as communities often wish to preserve and honor the history of a city, its founders, other
historical figures, its Native American heritage, local landmarks and prominent geographical locations,
and natural and geological features through the naming of parks.

Outstanding Individuals

The City has benefited, through its evolution, from the contributions made by many outstanding
individuals. This category is designed to acknowledge the sustained contribution that has been made by
such individuals to the City and the development and management of the City’s park and recreation
system.

Major Gifts

Over the years, Lincoln City and the Lincoln City Parks and Recreation have benefited from the generosity of some
of its residents, businesses, and foundations. On occasion, the significance of such donations may
warrant consideration being given to requests from either the donor or another party to acknowledge
such a gift by naming.

RELATED POLICIES

e Policy for Commemorative Items
2.06.090 Gifts Ordinance

Definitions

Naming: the permanent name assigned by City Council via an ordinance to a given park or recreational
facility.

Parks: all traditionally designed parks, gardens, natural open spaces, and specialized parks under the
stewardship of Lincoln City Parks and Recreation.

Recreational facilities: major structures such as community centers, swimming pools, pavilions, tennis
courts, sports fields, and fountains located within lands under the stewardship of Lincoln City Parks and
Recreation.
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Donations: a donation of property, goods or cash generally with no expectation of return. If the gift is
contingent upon a special request, it is made subject to “condition.”

Guiding Principles
General Principles
In considering proposals for the naming or renaming of a park and/or recreational facility, the
following general principles will be taken into account either collectively or individually.
When naming a new park and/or recreational facility, the proposed name will:
e Engender a strong positive image
e Be appropriate having regard to the parks/recreational facility’s location and/or history
e Have historical, cultural or social significance for future generations
e Commemorate places, people or events that are of continued importance to the city, region,
state, and/or nation
e Have symbolic value that transcends its ordinary meaning or use and enhances the character
and identity of the park and/or recreational facility
e Have broad public support
e  Shall not result in the undue commercialization of the park and/or recreational facility if it
accompanies a corporate gift

Renaming a park and/or recreational facility

Proposals to rename parks and/or recreational facilities whether for a major gift or community request
are not encouraged. Likewise, names that have become widely accepted by the community will not be
abandoned unless there are compelling reasons and strong public sentiment from the broader
community for doing so. Historical or commonly used place names will be preserved wherever
possible.

Naming/renaming parks and/or recreational facilities for Outstanding Individuals
Naming or renaming a park and/or recreational facility for an outstanding individual is encouraged
only for those who have been deceased for at least three years (this provision can be waived at
Council’s directive) and where that person’s significance and good reputation have been accepted in
the City’s, State’s and/or Nation’s history.
In considering the naming/renaming of a park and/or recreational facility after a deceased person,
priority will be given to those who made a sustained and lasting contribution to

e Lincoln City’s park and recreation system

e The City of Lincoln City

e  The State of Oregon

e  The Nation
The naming of a park and/or recreational facility after people who may have lost their lives due to war
or a tragic event will be considered only after the shock of such event has lessened within the
community.

Naming/renaming for Historic Events, People, and Places

When a park and/or recreational facility is associated with or located near events, people, and places of
historic, cultural or social significance, consideration will be given to naming that park and/or
recreational facility after such events, people, and places. In considering such proposals, the
relationship of the event, person or place to the park and/or recreational facility must be demonstrated
through research and documentation.

Naming for Major Donations

From time to time, a significant donation may be made to the City that will add considerable value to
the City’s park and recreation system. On such occasions, recognition of this donation by naming a
new park and/or recreation facility in honor of or at the request of the donor will be considered.

As a guideline, the threshold for considering the naming of a park and/or recreational facility will
include one or more of the following:
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e Land for the majority of the park was deeded to the city.

e  Contribution of a minimum of 60% of the capital construction costs associated with
developing the park/recreational facility.

e  Provision of a minimum 20-year endowment for the continued maintenance and/or
programming of the park/recreational facility.

Donors seeking naming rights for major donations with respect to an individual will be encouraged to
follow the principles that apply to naming a park for an outstanding person. Exceptions to this will be
considered on their own merits. Lincoln City Parks and Recreation reserves the right to rename any park
and/or recreational facility if the person for whom it is named turns out to be disreputable or
subsequently acts in a disreputable way. Naming parks and/or recreational facilities with a company
name is prohibited. Corporate logos, insignias, brands or direct advertising text

shall not be used in park and/or recreational facility naming text.

Other Considerations

To minimize confusion, parks will not be subdivided for the purpose of naming unless there are readily
identifiable physical divisions such as roads or waterways. However, naming of specific major

recreational facilities within parks will be permitted; under these circumstances such names should be

different to the park name to avoid user confusion.

All signs that indicate the name of a park and/or recreational facility shall comply with Lincoln City’s graphic and
design standards. Specialized naming signage will not be permitted.

Naming Text

As Lincoln City Parks and Recreation operates a large and diverse park system, it is important that the
naming text assist in communicating the type of development and use. Therefore, the following terms
will be applied as part of the naming process:

e  “Park” applies to all parks that have been or will be developed primarily for recreational
purposes. Such parks usually involve a high degree of landscape and recreational facility
development.

e  “QOpen Space” applies to all parks where the primary purpose is the conservation of the
natural environment. Such parks generally will have little or no development.

REVIEW PROCESS: Procedures & Guidelines
These procedures and guidelines have been established to ensure that the naming or renaming of parks
and/or recreational facilities is approached in a consistent manner.

Requests for naming/renaming of parks and/or recreational facilities
All requests for the naming or renaming of a park and/or recreational facility shall be made in writing
to the Director of Lincoln City Parks and Recreation.
Requests should contain the following minimum information:
e  The proposed name
Reasons for the proposed name
Written documentation indicating community support for the proposed name
Description/map showing location and boundaries of the park
If proposing to name a facility within a park, include a description/map showing the location
of the facility.
e If proposing to rename a park or facility, include justification for changing an established
name
e Ifproposing to name a park or facility after an outstanding person, include documentation of
that person’s significance and good reputation in the City’s, State’s or Nation’s history.
Assessing and approving naming/renaming requests
Upon receipt of a naming request by Lincoln City Parks and Recreation, each proposal will then be considered by
the Director of Lincoln City Parks and Recreation or his/her representative, members of the Lincoln City Parks and
Recreation Board (a recommending body), City Manager or his/her representative, and final approval by City
Council. Assessment includes:
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Review of the proposed request for its adherence to the policies of Lincoln City Parks and Recreation.
Ensure that supporting information has been authenticated, particularly when an individual’s

name is proposed.

Take into consideration the comments of the relevant neighborhood association(s) or wards.

In considering proposals for the naming or renaming of a park and/or recreational facility, the
following general principles will be taken into account either collectively or individually.
When naming a new park and/or recreational facility, the proposed name will:
e Engender a strong positive image
e Be appropriate having regard to the parks/recreational facility’s location and/or history
e Have historical, cultural or social significance for future generations
e Commemorate places, people or events that are of continued importance to the city, region,
state, and/or nation
e Have symbolic value that transcends its ordinary meaning or use and enhances the character
and identity of the park and/or recreational facility
e Have broad public support
e  Shall not result in the undue commercialization of the park and/or recreational facility if it
accompanies a corporate gift

Naming/renaming parks and/or recreational facilities for Outstanding Individuals
Naming or renaming a park and/or recreational facility for an outstanding individual is encouraged
only for those who have been deceased for at least three years (this provision can be waived at
Council’s directive) and where that person’s significance and good reputation have been accepted in
the City’s, State’s and/or Nation’s history.
In considering the naming/renaming of a park and/or recreational facility after a deceased person,
priority will be given to those who made a sustained and lasting contribution to

e Lincoln City’s park and recreation system

e The City of Lincoln City

e  The State of Oregon

e The Nation
The naming of a park and/or recreational facility after people who may have lost their lives due to war
or a tragic event will be considered only after the shock of such event has lessened within the
community.

Naming/renaming for Historic Events, People, and Places

When a park and/or recreational facility is associated with or located near events, people, and places of
historic, cultural or social significance, consideration will be given to naming that park and/or
recreational facility after such events, people, and places. In considering such proposals, the
relationship of the event, person or place to the park and/or recreational facility must be demonstrated
through research and documentation.

In the event more than one person chose the name selected for the new Park, a random drawing of all
the participants who supplied the name will be done to determine who receives the one (1) year
membership to the Community Center.

Project Background:

The City’s has a sanitary sewer line that runs from the SE 3rd Pump Station north
1,842 feet and crosses a canal along SE 2nd Court and Devils Lake. The line is
14-inch asbestos cement constructed in 1968 (56 years old). The entire length of
this line section is below the water table and is considered a major source of
infiltration into the sewer system. The line cannot be maintained due the water level
inside the pipes which indicates that the line has settled and has low points. This
project is to upgrade this section of line to prevent infiltration into the system and
allow our crews to maintain the line.

Authority:

LCMC 2.05.060. (Public improvement contracts shall be awarded by competitive bid
or as provided by the Public Contracting Code or these rules) In this case, the
Council approved the exemption from competitive bid.

Advertisement:

The Public Works Department advertised the "Invitation to Submit Proposals for
Progressive Design-Build" on November 27, 2023. We received one proposal on
January 4, 2024 from K&E Excavating, Inc.
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The proposal was reviewed by staff. Staff recommends moving forward with K&E
Excavating, Inc. for this project. A copy of the proposal is attached.

Financial Impact

The project is funded through Sewer Capital Fund (252-000-6340203) and has a
budget for FY 23-24 of $750,000.00. Phase 1 budget for conceptual design is
$70,000.00. The estimated budget for Phase 2 for (80% design) is $192,000.00. The
amount we are requesting to be awarded includes Phase 1 budget for conceptual
design and Phase 2 for 80% design which includes permitting and geotechnical
work and a ten percent contingency for a total of $288,200.00.

For Phase 3, the K&E Project team will develop a not to exceed cost for construction
paid at direct cost plus 10% for labor and 10% for materials. We will bring Phase 3
recommendation to Council for approval.

City Council can award the Progressive Design-Build Services for SE 2nd Street
Inflow & Infiltration Project to K&E Excavating, Inc. or not award the project to K&E
Excavating, Inc.

PERMITTING

One of the advantages of PDB is the speed at which the
team can operate. However, one constant we cannot
change is the schedule mandated by various permitting
agencies. Our team takes a hands-on approach to
permitting from the start to make sure the overall
schedule does not slip due to delays in processing.

K&E and DOWL have completed an initial high-level
review to confirm initial permit assumptions and we
will confirm the list of required permits at the initial
scoping meeting. Our current understanding is that

a Department of State Lands (DSL), Department of
Environmental Quality (DEQ), and US Army Corps of
Engineers (USACE) are the non-trade-oriented permits
or approvals required by the project. Mapping out and
understanding what has been completed and what
needs to be done is a critical path item of the project
and is essential for the entire team.

Allowing a buffer in the schedule, providing
early and ongoing coordination with regulatory
agencies, and submitting permit applications early
helps to address all of the questions and concerns
from the project permitting agencies and expedites
permit approvals. Additionally, we will establish critical
submission deadlines to make sure our team does not
miss those dates.

Our team will be proactive in reaching out to all of the
affected agencies prior to submittal, offer to attend a
site visit, and work through any concerns the permitting
agencies may have collaboratively prior to submittal.
We want to be proactive in communication so by

the time the paperwork arrives, all of the boxes are
checked and regulatory agency concerns already
addressed allowing for a fluid, streamlined, and
expedited review by the agencies.

All necessary permits and environmental clearances will
be submitted at the appropriate design stage or sooner, if
allowed. Once the permit application has been accepted,
our team will log the date and time for tracking. Once

the permits are on file, we will include them within the
GMP packet along with any additional requirements for
construction that may affect the final GMP pricing.

STAGING

Our team will work closely with the City, beginning

at the concept level overall plan in Phase 1through
the design tasks in Phase 2, to discuss how various
design options could be staged during construction
to achieve desired goals while minimizing disruptions
to the public and mitigating any cther concerns the
City may have. This includes maintaining public access
on the roadways, working within permit constraints,
maintaining the functionality of the sanitary sewer
system, and recognizing the importance of water
elevation to the residences around Devils Lake,

COST CONTROL AND SHARING OF COST
INFORMATION

K&E cost control efforts will begin in Phase 1 with
development of the overall design concept and the
price proposal for completion of Phase 2. Project cost
and available budgets will be recognized as a major
design constraint that will drive design scope, material
selection, and phasing of the project and different
construction tasks through 30% design in Phase 2.

Following the completion of the 80% Plan &
Specification package for each construction task, our
team will meet with the City and its independent cost
estimator (ICE) (if the City chooses to use this service)
to develop, update, and arrive at a final GMP. The final
GMP will be negotiated following the 80% Plans and
Specifications package and will become the bid for the
construction of the project through an amendment to
this PDB contract. Our team is experienced working
through the GMP process with an owner’s ICE and
support the role of the ICE in validating and ensuring
project costs/pricing is fair. Our estimating team
welcomes the open-book process and is prepared to
provide detailed breakdowns for review by the City
and ICE. Development of an accurate and detailed cost
estimate and GMP during preconstruction will minimize
cost-overrun risks and allow the entire team to plan

for and quickly address any deviations to the budget
that may arise. Following the completion of each GMP,
the overall project budget will be evaluated to inform
development of the next construction task,
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To provide a project that meets or exceeds project
expectations, we have a vested interest in providing
a highly effective quaiity program, We have learned
through past experience on PDB projects that quality
programs optimize cost, quality, and schedule to the
mutual benefit of both the owner and the design-
builder. Our quality program is based on proven
alternative delivery quality practices that have been
successfully implemented on previous successful
projects. Attention to quality on our City of Bend's
Murphy Corridor Improvement project from design
through construction allowed us to complete the
roundabout at Murphy and 15th in record time by
building efficiency into the work and eliminating rework.

DOCUMENT CONTROL

Beginning with the preconstruction phase of the project
and continuing through the construction phase, the PDB
team will communicate and work closely with the City to
understand the City's needs and goals and to develop
plans/methods to meet and exceed those goals.

A daily flow of information, such as emails, RFI's,
schedules, changes, productions, quantities, issues/
concerns, etc., will keep everyone informed on the details
and status of the project. To maintain deadlines, we will
track all submissions and returns, notifying the responsible
party when/if an expected deliverable is due. Viewpoint
construction management software will be used to
document and track all project-related documents.

As with all design and construction projects, internal
and external coordination is critical to reduce
challenges and impacts. A team environment will

be prioritized between the K&E team, the designer,
and the City with clear roles, responsibilities, and
transparent workflow processes, The K&E team
members all have experience working together and
will implement similar proven strategies. A proper
information flow will be established to create efficiency
and accountability. Project milestones will be defined
and assigned to team members.

Similarly, a communication flow will be established.
This path will highlight primary and secondary
communication channels, internally as well as with the
City. The design team will be maintained with clear
lines of communication.

Our team will be transparent with the City throughout
the process, by maintaining an internal decisions/
communication matrix and log to share with the City.
Identifying and tracking decisions and risks are critical

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

K&E led construction on this $4.3 million Best Value procurement
project for USACE at the Oaks Bottom Wildlife Refuge, adjacent to
the Willamette River in Portland. The project scope consisted of
installing a large, 16-foot box culvert in place of an existing four-foot
culvert passing through the Springwater Trail Pedestrian Path and a
private railroad to connect the refuge to the river, as well as wetland
and channel restoration.

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ESTABLISHING A COLLABORATIVE
RELATIONSHIP

PDB, when used properly is an example in
collaborative relationships. We consider the K&E PDB
team as a partner with you, the owner. Everyone on
the team brings expertise and a different lens to view
the project, allowing for a very rounded approach.
Free and open communication is the bedrock of this
collaborative relationship.

As discussed previously, an initial kick-off and
partnering meeting will be held to share all information,
history, concerns, budgets, and visions. This is typically
set up as a work session that is four or more hours. As
with the open-book pricing approach, this is our open-
book information sharing. We will review questions
like: What issues do the owners and stakeholders
have that were not surfaced in the RFP process?

What information has the K&E PDB team found? What
concemns do we have that could impact pricing and
schedule? There are no secrets.

The K&E PDB team will take the comments and
requests from the first meeting and incorporate them
into initial conceptual designs for review with the City
to develop the conceptual plan for Phase 1A that will be
carried forward through the project. Then, the design
team will meet weekly with the construction team as
the plans are further developed in additional project
phases. The City’s attendance would be optional at
these meetings. Bi-weekly check-in meetings, however,
would require the entire team present, including the
owner. This is the time when major decisions will be
discussed and recorded in the decision log.

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The design deliverables will be provided in color and
include both PDF and electronic drawing files for each
submittal. The entire design team will use Autodesk
based design software, including AutoCAD, Civil 3D,
and Revit drawing software to ensure compatibility
with many systems including Esri GIS. K&E will use
modeling software on the construction side to ensure
data transfer maintains accuracy before loading the
design into their equipment for construction. Since
the PDB team has a prior working history together, we
know what information is critical for the machinery and
staking in the field for K&E.

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GMP DEVELOPMENT

The PDB team will use open book estimating to develop a budget for the 30% concept plan and cost estimates
for the 80% plans for each construction task used to develop the GMP. The initial budget at the 30% concept will
be developed using the past project experiences of the PDB team as well as input from trusted industry partners.
An initial design and construction budget will be established, an appropriate contingency percentage will be
added to the budget, and the total will be compared to the available funding. This stage is an optimal point for
the City to adjust the project scope and/or pursue modifications to the available project funding. Subseguent cost
estimates, including final design costs, will be developed at the 80% plan level, which will lead to establishing a
GMP for the construction phases of the project.

ESTABLISHING A GMP

Our overall approach to establishing a GMP relies on a step-by-step, open-book cost estimating process:

o AGREEMENT ON LABOR AND EQUIPMENT COSTS

As labor and eguipment costs typically account for over half the cost of construction
projects, obtaining early agreement on these items is critical. Using prevailing wage rates,
we will compile wage scates to be used during the estimating process. The same process
will occur for determining internal equipment rental rates using Equipment Watch.

e DEVELOP A COMPREHENSIVE LIST OF BID ITEM NUMBERS AND ASSOCIATED
QUANTITIES AND SCOPE

As part of the 80% design package, cur team will propose a detailed bid schedule that
includes a description of the work activities and material quantities to be included in each
bid item. This step will include a discussion with the owner about the means and methods
that will be used to complete the work.

e IDENTIFY AND REFINE SCOPES OF WORK TO BE SELF-PERFORMED BY K&E
AND THOSE TO BE SUBCONTRACTED

We will use this step to identify value-based, and cost-based scopes of work. Similarly, we will .
identify long lead materials and recommend early work packages that will benefit the project.

@) PERFORM QUANTITY TAKE-OFFS

In keeping with the open-book estimating theme, all our take-off sheets will be shared with the
City and will be checked and cross-referenced with the quantities produced by the design team.

© IMPLEMENT ESTIMATING PROCESS

For self-performed work, this will involve estimating the labor, equipment, permanent
materials, and supplies required to accomplish each task outlined in Step 2. For subcontractor
work, we will solicit quotes for the scopes identified in Step 3.

@ REVIEW THE ESTIMATE WITH THE CITY

Prior to this in-persan meeting, we will share subcontractor and supplier quotes to confirm
alignment between the two estimates. Steps 4 to 6 are repeated until we reach an agreement
©n construction pricing.
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CONSTRUCTABILITY REVIEWS

Qur team will implement formal and informal
constructability reviews and concept review meetings.
These meetings will review quality benchmarks and
seek input on better, faster, and less expensive ways to
build the work. Scott and Chris will also meet regularly
during the project to communicate progress and

seek design input from the PDB team. At each major
project deliverable, the team will complete a formal
constructability review as part of the QA process.

QA DURING CONSTRUCTION

Equally important to project success is making

sure that the same attention to detail is applied
throughout the construction phase. Our team wiill
use the following strategies to improve the quality of
construction on this project:

» Accountabhility: With a strong background in leading
aggressively scheduled projects, Chris Terrell is
prepared ic oversee the team’s task performance
and adherence to quality procedures, making
sure each is accountable for their assignments,
responsibilities, and actions.

- Clear Lines of Authority and Responsibility: During
preconstruction, we will create a hierarchy within our
team with clear lines of authority and responsibility
that will be maintained throughout the duration of the
construction phase.

» Uniformity: Chris Terrel will develop a deliverable
template for use by all team members that will help
confirm that each deliverable follows consistent
writing and content standards for all construction
submittals.

CONSTRUCTION QC AND MANAGEMENT PLAN
(CQMP)

The project’s CQMP document will detail how we

will organize, control, and monitor all construction
activities to confirm that the work is belng done to

the highest levei of quality, and in strict adherence to
the project plans and specifications. The CQMP wiill
establish standards of workmanship for construction
activities. It will also provide a formal schedule for all
QC inspections and material testing submittals and will
formalize our documentation processes. We will take
special care to address our joint quality responsibilities
and coordination in the CQMP.

Construction QC processes will be continually
monitored using QC checklists included in the CQMP.
Measurable results will be assessed throughout
production, and corrective action processes will be
implemented proactively if quality and workmanship
trends indicate possible nonconformances. Qur
approach to construction QC relies on the separation
of construction production from QC and the reporting
functions of the QC team. Our on-site staff will have full
authority to stop any component of work when non-
conformances are discovered.

SCHEDULE

The K&E team’s preliminary schedule concept, showing
the flow of project processes, is presented on page

35, Please note, the sequence and durations shown
for Phases 2 and 3 will be adapted and refined as the
project approach becomes more defined.

PERMITTING AND SCHEDULE RISK

The K&E PDB team fully understands that permitting
introduces significant schedule risks to your project.
To maximize the chances of receiving permits in time
for the 2024 In-Water Work Period (IWWP), we must
progress through Phase 1in just weeks so that permits
can be quickly developed at the beginning of Phase
2, alignments must be chosen, construction methods
understood, and design progressed sufficiently to
allow for permit submittals. It is critical that rapid
permit development be employed such that permit
applications can be submitted to regulatory agencies
with enough time to receive permits before the end of
the ODFW IWWP to allow time for construction.

Additionally, the PDB environmental team must work
closely with the regulatory agencies to provide

the environmental clearances (wetland delineation
report, Endangered Species Act [ESA] programmatic
documentation, Section 106, etc.) concurrently with
DSL and USACE review of the permit application.

It’s critical that DSL and USACE work closely with us,
and support us in, development of environmental
clearances concurrently with permit review — without
that collaboration permit approval in time for the 2024
IWWP is unlikely. The DOWL environmental team are
expens in regulatory coordination and collaboration,
and we will engage the regulatory agencies early in the
project, and often during design, so they are aware of
the schedule needs and willing work closely with us on
this permitting strategy.
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PROJECT DESIGN DEVELOPMENT

The K&E/DOWL PDB team has met with the City and
walked the site to gain an in-depth understanding

of the project design, permitting, and construction
constraints for this project. Ultimately, this project will
improve existing infiltration and inflow issues through
this critical sewer crossing of Devils Lake/D River,
conveying sewage from the north side of Lincoln City
south to the treatment plan on Schooner Creek.

As previously discussed, we have broken this project
into four segments based on the existing conditions
and construction approach: Segment A: Cross-Country
Construction; Segment B; Cross-Lake Construction;

; and Segment D:
Cross-Canal Construction. Each of these segments
has specific design and construction constraints, along
with opportunities to minimize permitting requirements.
The following pages break down the key issues facing
each segment and possible solutions.

The K&E/DOWL team will use an if/then process and

a cost-benefit analysis to guide the project to the best
solution. The first step is to review the findings of the
ongoing study and determine if the existing pipe needs
to be upsized. If it does, then the upsizing process will
be followed. If not, then CIPP lining will be evaluated.
The upsizing process would include two segments:
Segment A and Segment B.

We understand the City is currently working on a study
to determine the capacity needs for this project. The
K&E-DOWL team will use the findings of this report to
inform the decision in the process outlined above as
the starting point. Similar to what we have successfully
implemented, we propose using regular project

team meetings with the City and the PDB team to
track progress and have open dialogue on direction,
allowing for adjustments as needed. This will be an
open forum to present alternatives and bring the
experts to the table to discuss, evaluate, and progress
the design and construction alternatives. Meeting
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minutes will be documented and shared with the team
at the conclusion of the meetings, including tasks with
ownership and completion dates.

To track and coordinate tasks and deliverable

status, serve as a decision log, and identify risks and
opportunities that arise during the design development
process, we have implemented a workflow based on
Smartsheet. We will implement proven, flexible tools
that serve preconstruction partners, provide accurate
and on-time access to information, and adapt to
changing project needs.

We understand the permitting of the Devils Lake
crossing will likely have In Water Work Windows, so
we will accelerate the discussion of the crossing
alternatives to allow for early discussions with the
agencies to expedite submission and approval.

Once each option has been reviewed with the City, the

final step is to conduct a cost/benefit analysis for each

option and compare them to select the preferred

solution. The cost/benefit analysis will consider the

following factors:

« Capital costs

» Operation and
maintenance costs

« Environmental impacts

+ Social impacts

« Reqguiatory compliance
- Schedule

« Risk and uncertainty

The chart on the following page depicts a method for
comparing the benefits and challenges of methods for
handling each each alignment.

PDB TEAM DESIGN LEADERSHIP

The K&E PDB team recognizes that the responses to
this criterion do not necessarily represent the approach
and steps eventually employed, but that they provide
evidence of an approach to design and ideas to be
considered during development of the design. Chris
Terrell, Scott Little, and Justin Mason will lead the
ongoing development of the engineering design.

K&E's product was installed exactly to the plans and specifications and their flexibility in executing the overall
project schedule was outstanding. This project required significant coordination with the electrical and H-pile
installation contractors, K&E's support in this area contributed heavily to the success of the project.

CRITICAL WORK COMPONENTS

K&E has identified a number of areas of focus critical

to the success of the SE 2nd St. 1&l project. For ease

of understanding and discussion, we have broken the

project into four segments based on our evaluation of the

existing conditions and the types of work involved:

» Segment A — Cross-Country Construction: The
northern project limits south to NE 1st St.

+ Segment B — Cross-Lake Construction: From NE 1st

Our team has identified the following elements as work
components critical to the project’s ultimate success

— several of which occur in multiple or all of the
segments, while others are localized to a specific area:

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSTRAINTS

The project will affect significant wetlands v
in and around Devils Lake and the canal N
(Segments A, B, and D) requiring permits from relevant
authorities. To reduce impacts to wetlands we will
analyze different pipe alignments during design as well
as use low impact methods during construction such as
crane mats, low ground pressure equipment, and minimal
stockpiling of material on site. Where possible, we will
evaluate the use of trenchless construction methods.

In-Water Work Windows will further impact the schedule.
We will work with Oregon Department of Fish & Wildlife
(ODFW) to extend the construction window recognizing
that the Devils Lake Water Improvement District (DLWID)
has current water rights that allow for impoundment of
water using a dam until the end of October.

PERMITTING

Permitting will be a critical path element. The
K&E PDB team has identified potential permitting
needs based upon the RFP documents and will review
these needs and how designs can impact those needs
at the initial kick-off meeting. Project schedule and
sequencing can still be adjusted at this early stage to
minimize schedule risk.
