Enforcement of OPRD General Park Area Rules
1. PARTIES:

This Agreement is between the State of Oregon, acting by and through its Oregon Parks
and Recreation Department, hereinafter called OPRD, and, the City of Lincoln City,
hereinafter called City, hereinafter individually referred to as the Party and collectively
referred to as the Parties.

2. CONTACT INFORMATION:
No amendment required to change contact information. Each Party shall notify in

writing the other Party of any contact changes made under this Agreement within 30
days of the effective change.

3. AUTHORITY:

Intergovernmental Cooperation Pursuant to ORS Chapters 190.003 through 190.265.

4. TERM:
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This Agreement shall be in effect from the date of the last authorized signature through
June 30, 2033.

5. AMENDMENTS:

This Agreement may be amended. No changes to or waivers of provisions of this
Agreement will be valid until they have been reduced to writing, approved and signed
by all Parties.

6. PURPOSE:

This Agreement permits the Lincoln City Police Department and it's officers to enforce
General Park Area Rules as provided by Chapter 736, Division 10 of the Oregon
Administrative Rules and General Ocean Shores State Recreation Area Rules as provided
by Chapter 736, Divisions 21, 24 and 26 of the Oregon Administrative Rules.

7. PARTIES MUTUALLY AGREE

7.1 OPRD and City agree that both parties have a mutual goal of consistent rule and law
enforcement with regard to natural resources on the Ocean Shore and OPRD property
within the limits of Lincoln City:

7.2 OPRD and City both have a mutual interest in assuring the Lincoln City Police
Department has the ability to enforce General Park Area Rules as provided by Chapter
736, Division 10 of the Oregon Administrative Rules, and General Ocean Shore State
Recreation Area Rules as provided by Chapter 736, Divisions 21, 24, and 26 of the
Oregon Administrative Rules:

7.2.1 Reference to Division 26 is limited to OAR 736-026-0015 Beach and
Driftwood Removal Policy, Non-State Park Beaches.

7.3 The OPRD Director may enter into cooperative written agreements with local
jurisdictions on behalf of the Department.

7.4 City wishes to enter into a cooperative written agreement with OPRD to enforce
General Park Area Rules and Ocean Shore State Recreation Area Rules for the purpose
of providing its police officers with the means to provide consistent, mutual
enforcement of state park and beach rules on OPRD property:
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7.5 OPRD and City wish to agree upon select Ocean Shore administrative rule
enforcement authority regarding violations as listed in Section 7.2. This will ensure an
appropriate jurisdictional tool is made available for City officers when necessary to gain
compliance with Ocean Shore State Recreation Area rules.

8. CONSIDERATION:

There is no exchange of funds. OPRD assumes no financial responsibility for costs
incurred for State Park and Ocean Shore rule enforcement by the City.

9. SUBCONTRACTS

City shall not enter into any subcontracts for any of the work scheduled under this
Agreement without obtaining prior written approval from OPRD. If a subcontractor is
approved to work under this Agreement, City shall obtain the appropriate insurance
certificates required by the State of Oregon prior to subcontractor beginning work.

10. PUBLICITY

Any publicity or advertising regarding the services performed under this Agreement
must be approved by the Project Manager and must acknowledge the support of the
Oregon Parks and Recreation Department, and if applicable any other grantor agency.

11. INDEMNITY

11.1 Subject to the limitations of Article XI, § 7 of the Oregon Constitution and the
Oregon Tort Claims Act (ORS 30.260 through 30.300), OPRD shall indemnify, within the
limits of and subject to the restrictions in the Tort Claims Act, City against any liability
for personal injury or damage to life or property arising from OPRD’s negligent activity
under this Agreement provided, however, Agency shall not be required to indemnify
City for any such liability arising out of the wrongful acts of City, its officers, employees
or agents.
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11.2 Subject to the limitations of the Oregon Tort Claims Act (ORS 30.260 through
30.300), City shall indemnify, within the limits of and subject to the restrictions in the
Tort Claims Act, OPRD against any liability for personal injury or damage to life or
property arising from City’s negligent activity under this Agreement provided, however,
City shall not be required to indemnify OPRD for any such liability arising out of the
wrongful acts of OPRD, its officers, employees or agents.

12. EXCUSES FOR NON-PERFORMANCE

Neither Party shall be held responsible for delay or failure to perform when such a delay
or failure is due to fire, flood, epidemic, strikes, acts of God or the public enemy,
unusually severe weather, legal acts of public authorities, or delays or defaults caused by
public carriers, which cannot reasonably be foreseen or provided against. Either Party
may terminate the Agreement, effective with the giving of written notice, after
determining such delay or failure will reasonably prevent successful performance in
accordance with the terms of the Agreement.

13. RETENTION OF RECORDS AND REPORTS

Each party agrees to maintain records of costs and services provided to document the
Project and fully support billings. All books, records and other documents relevant to
this Agreement shall be retained for the length of time prescribed for such records by
the Oregon State Archivist, or any longer period which may be required to complete any
audit or to resolve any pending audit findings.

14. ACCESS TO RECORDS

OPRD, the Secretary of State's Office of the State of Oregon, the Federal Government,
and their duly authorized representatives shall have access to the books, documents,
papers, and records of City and any subcontractors which are directly pertinent to this
contract for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, and transcripts.

15. TERMINATION

This Agreement may be terminated by mutual consent of both parties, or by either party
for any reason whatsoever effective thirty (30) days after written notice by either party.
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16. NON-DISCRIMINATION

City agrees to comply with all applicable requirements of federal and state civil rights
and rehabilitation statutes, rules and regulations.

17. MERGER

This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties. No waiver,
consent, modification or change of terms of this Agreement shall bind either party
unless in writing and signed by both parties. Such waiver, consent, modification or
change, if made, shall be effective only in the specific instance and for the specific
purpose given. There are no understandings, agreements, or representations, oral or
written not specified in this Agreement regarding this Agreement. Parties, by the
signature of its authorized representative, hereby acknowledges that it has read this
Agreement, understands it and agrees to be bound by its terms and condition.

RECOMMENDATION:

Approve the establishment of a RV Abatement Program, to be initially funded through a one-time
transfer of $500K from the contingency line item of Solid Waste District Reserves.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Abandoned RV’s which are often found in County Parks and along the public right-of-way pose an
immediate threat to General Fund and Road Fund. Neither General Fund nor the Road Fund have
dedicated monies for the high cost of abandoned RV removal. Absent another funding source, these funds
would have to draw down from other budget areas.

The Lincoln County Waste District currently has reserves which could fund a one-time support of a pilot
abandoned RV cleanup program. The District has built up reserves from its $4 per ton disposal fee over
several years from a spike in tonnage. The spike came from the GP Toledo site clearing a mountain of
stockpiled materials. Even though this spike in revenue ended at the beginning of FY 22-23, the District
anticipates a continued revenue surplus from the newly constructed and experimental Juno plant at the
GP site. The District’s revenues and expenditures (even absent the GP and Juno revenues) are expected
to remain operationally steady and consistent. A draw down of $500K to fund RV abatement would still
leave the District with 2 years of operational funding in reserve.

The one-time allocation is expected to enable a fast-response, community-wide RV abatement program
to function through the end of FY 23-24. The Board may also choose to pare down the proposed scope
of this proposal to spread the one-time funding over additional fiscal years. The District will also pursue
grants, programs, and other potential sources to sustainably fund the program long-term.

BACKGROUND:

During the pandemic, abandoned dilapidated motorhomes, recreational vehicles, and travel trailers along
with associated piles of debris and sewage sourced from once occupied now abandoned vehicles began
to spring up along roads and on private property.

Many of these abandoned vehicles have found their way into the unincorporated areas of the County
creating blight and probable public health issues. Many current issues contributed to this surge of RV’s
but there is one primary driving factor needed to address their abandonment — the issue of abatement of
asbestos as a component of their manufacturing and repair.
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As such, asbestos testing and abatement is necessary on all RV’s older than 2004. It is prohibitively

expensive ($3K-$15K) per vehicle depending on size, location, and the hazardous materials found
onboard.

Additionally, the impact from either abandoned or discarded RV’s has spurred the use of these vehicles
as unsanctioned and unsanitary living units. Staff research has found that it is not uncommon to find
property owners who have set up unsafe RV’'s as rental units on their land often in violation of
environmental health, land use and building codes.

As such, community complaints about abandoned RV's and their associated debris fields have been on
the rise. The chart below illustrates the number of complaints in Lincoln County.

Existing County department budgets, such as Public Works, Parks, Roads, Planning and Development and
Sheriff's Office do not have funds to handle this influx of discarded RV’s and to address the property
owners in violation (often with multiple vehicles on their property).

Unfortunately, the property owners in violation are increasingly unable to afford removal of the RV’s let
alone to bring their property into compliance.

DISCUSSION:

In the effort to address this issue, a plan for a RV abatement fund has been formulated. It is anticipated
that this plan and funding package will enable the removal of more than 50 RV’s over the next year.

Program Summary
The RV Abatement Fund would be used to support five critical program areas:

e Remove abandoned RV’s from public spaces such as County parks and specifically from public
roadways which are not maintained by County. District anticipates this program element will use

approximately 25% or approximately $125,000 of the proposed funding. For example, while

2
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writing this document, an RV was abandoned in Knight Park. The Abandoned RV Fund will enable
an immediate response for its removal. In fall, a similar situation occurred in IchwhitPark, but the
RV sat while funding and removal was being organized. The Ichwhit RV was set ablaze before the
response could be implemented, complicating the cleanup, and causing minor damage to the
park’s parking lot.

Provide funding to local cities to address associated RV issues within city limits per R-SWAC
recommendation (attached). District anticipates this program element will use approximately
25% or an estimated $20,000 per jurisdiction of the proposed funding. Since District funding is
derived from disposal in both incorporated and unincorporated areas of the County, the local
cities have requested a specific portion of RV abatement program funds be spent within city limits.
Staff recommends an application process, where initially each city would have credit to pay for
the removal of 2 abandoned RV’s (again roughly $20K per jurisdiction) from either public or
private property within their jurisdiction. The District manager will present this proposal to each
of the jurisdictions in the coming month and will be joined by either a Commissioner or County
Administrator.

Remove RV’s from County maintained right-of-way. District anticipates this program element will
use approximately 15% of the proposed funding. The Abandoned RV Fund will enable an
immediate response for RV's abandoned along County maintained right-of-way, removing the
road hazard, and again reducing the risk of the RV’s being set ablaze while County forces organize
a response.

Provide opportunity for private property owners (including owners of private roads) to remove
RV’s in code violation from their property in exchange for a contractual commitment to 5-years
of code compliance. District anticipates this program element will use approximately 25% of the
proposed funding.

Enhance the Forest Enforcement Program funds to assist landowners with asbestos abatement on
the abandoned RV’s on their property. District anticipates this program element will use
approximately 10% of the proposed funding.

In all, the District anticipates an average of a removal of more than 1 RV per month will continue to

impact County resources over the next two years.
Estimated Cost of 510,000 to Abate an RV or Trailer.
The District would like to hire an immediate response contractor with the proposed funding.

Additionally, the District has outlined a cooperative plan with the Sheriff’s Office to streamline RV

removal once funding is secured. This will enable the County to quickly remove abandoned RV’s and the

hazards they pose to both our community and environment.

This short-term funding pilot proposal will also enable the County to demonstrate real-world success

while looking for potential long term funding sources.

Staff Recommendation:
Staff recommends the City Council award the contract to install the AMI (Advanced
Metering Infrastructure) System, Phase 2, to Ferguson Waterworks?

LCMC 2.05.060 (Public Improvement contracts shall be awarded by competitive bid or
as provided by the Public Contracting Code or these rules).

Background:

The AMI System is a system where water meters are read by a radio rather than a meter
reader visiting each meter on site. The system also provides real time information about
the use of water. The contract package includes new meters with a radio antenna that
sends data to a base station (wood pole with an antenna) where the information is
collected. This information is sent to a Meter Data Management System where the
information is process and stored then sent to the Caselle Software for billing. This
information is also available to field operations and alerts are given when the system
detects leaks on the service lines.

On January 10, 2022 City Council approved the award to Ferguson Waterworks for
Phase 1 of the City's AMI System. Phase 1 included installing 378 water meters, a base
station and wood pole antenna, software and training at a price of $280,983.00. Phase 1
installation is complete at $282,958.20. Staff is very satisfied with how the system works.
The system gives alerts when the water meter runs for 24 hours allowing staff to notify
customers immediately when we detect a leak. We have successfully converted to our
new AMI system for water billing for the Cutler City area and have detected several
continuing flow services.
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Project Description
Staff now has prepared a draft contract for Phase 2 that will cover the area north of the
Cutler City to D River and will add 1,410 meters (5/8" to 6" meters), see attached map.

Financial Impact:

The project is funded through the Water Capital Fund. The total project cost is
budgeted at $1,250,000.00 in FY 22-23. The current budget has adequate funds for
Phase 2. Additional budget will be needed in FY23-24 or FY24-25 to fully implement
the project.

Phase 2 thru 4 will be implemented over the next two years with the total cost of the
AMI system at approximately $2.3 million dollars. There is an annual maintenance cost
for the software of approximately $36,700 per year when all the water meter are
brought online.

Council Options:

City Council can decide not to continue with the AMI System. City Council approve
implementation of Phase 2 and approve the contract for Phase 2 to Ferguson
Waterworks in the amount of $783,597.00.

Potential Motions:

Approve the implementation of the Advance Metering Infrastructure System Phase 2
and award Ferguson Waterworks the contract for Phase 2 in the amount of
$783,597.00 with a 5% Contingency of $39,180.00 for a total cost of $822,777.00.

Background:

The City Hall Building needs to be re-painted. The project will include pressure washing,
scraping and removing all loose paint, priming all raw wood with an oil-based stain
blocking primer, treating rust issues prior to painting. The paint that will be used is a
lifetime paint called super paint with a satin finish.

Staff solicited three bids for this project. Two bids were received:
All-Ways Painting $71,500.00
Western Premium Painting LLC ~ $105,360.00
