Except when a municipality requests responsibility for an electrical program administered 

by the division, a municipality seeking delegation or renewal of delegation of the electrical 

program shall: 

 

(1) Comply with ORS 455.148 or 455.150; and 

 

(2) File an application for delegation of the electrical program under the Electrical 

Delegation Rules, if the municipality is applying for delegation for the first time. The 

application shall: 

 

(a) Be filed by the governing body of the municipality by October 1 prior to the year for 

which delegation is sought; 

 

(b) Be based on a resolution of the municipality formally authorizing the application, 

and representing if the application is granted, that the municipality and all persons 

under it will comply with and be bound by the Electrical Delegation Rules 

 

Background: 

Lincoln City administers and enforces the building code and mechanical code. This 

administration and enforcement is accomplished with a third-party contractor, 

Northwest Code Professionals. Presently, Lincoln County administers and enforces the 

electrical and plumbing codes on behalf of Lincoln City. At the request of Lincoln County 

K.1
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to assume these programs, and to improve and streamline the building permitting 

process, Lincoln City prepared a program assumption plan and on September 6, 2023, 

submitted the application to Oregon Building Codes Division requesting assumption of 

both the electrical and plumbing permitting programs.  

 

On September 27, 2023, the planning director was notified by the Oregon Building 

Codes Division that a resolution from City Council was needed as part of the request. 

The resolution signifies City Council’s official sanctioning of the program assumption 

and acknowledgement that Lincoln City will abide by the applicable Oregon Revised 

Statutes and Oregon Administrative Rules.
